LOCAL ISSUES

WPAFB Change of Command 

Dr. Penny Giovanetti has been assigned as the new Commander at Wright Patterson USAF Medical Center.

Geriatrics

The formation of a new Department of Geriatrics, a joint venture with Wright State University School of Medicine, the Dayton VAMC and Premier Health Partners is proceeding with the finalization of Premier’s $5 million commitment to this new department.

Kettering Fund

The School of Medicine has received $500,000 from the Kettering Fund for the genetics research.

STATE ISSUES:

OBR and Governor’s Commission on Higher Education

Dr. Part updated the committee on recent developments out of the Governor’s Commission on Higher Education and the economy.  Dr. Part is working with Deans from the other medical schools as well as the President and other key individuals regarding CHEE’s recommendations

NATIONAL ISSUES

COGME Recommendations

The COGME (Council on Graduate Medical Education) is recommending that medical school classes be expanded by 15% over the next decade.  They are also recommending removing hospital residency caps.

Federal Budget

Faculty Curriculum Committee –Bruce Binder, M.D., Chair

Activities for Quarter:

· Reviewed and evaluated 3 Year 1 and 3 Year 2 courses

· Reviewed and evaluated 1 Year 4 clerkship

· Initiated an Evaluation and Assessment subcommittee

· Altered the course review process so that all courses will not have a full review each year by the full FCC.  Each course and clerkship will continue to submit a written report annually which will be distributed to the committee members, then discussed in an abbreviated fashion.  Select courses will undergo full review, and will do so on a 1-3 year cycle, depending on course stability and specific FCC concerns.

· Additional discussion topics included:

· USMLE Step II Clinical Skills exam to be required of the class of 2005 for licensure.  Discussion points have involved the nature of the exam, preparedness of WSU students, and requirement for passage for graduation (still in discussion).

· Review of student performance on USMLE I and II, and correlations to course and clerkship exams

· Computer issues for students, including possible requirements for students to have high-speed cable connection and ability to handle DVDs and other course materials, and wireless technology on campus and its availability in Fred White.

· Class notes and their distribution (bookstore, on-line, direct-to-student)

· Student/resident work week restrictions on hours – implications for education

· General biennium II calendar regarding start and end dates, electives (including the possibility of selected 6-8 week electives instead of the current 2 or 4 week electives)
